RAY WINSTONE SALUTES THE WESTERN AS TCM SADDLES UP FOR A WEEK OF FRONTIER FAVOURITES
No-one enjoys a good Western more than Ray Winstone – which is why the tough-guy actor was delighted to be asked to host TCM’s Western Week, a superb line-up showcasing Hollywood’s best ever cowboys. 
Ray, star of such testosterone-charged titles as Sexy Beast and The Departed, chats about the wonder of westerns between the movies daily from Monday 6th – Sunday 12th September. 
It was a labour of love for the London-born former boxer with a passion for sagebrush sagas and their heroes, especially John Wayne. “Most people are dreaming of finding something new and something different and I think that’s what the western holds for you,” says Ray, who adds: “Maybe we need to get back to that a little more”.

Among the 17:00 film highlights are John Ford’s epic 1948 thriller Red River with John Wayne and Montgomery Clift (6th September); William Wyler’s spectacular drama The Big Country starring Gregory Peck and Charlton Heston (8th September); The Unforgiven with Burt Lancaster and Audrey Hepburn pitted against tenacious Indians (9th September) and triple Oscar®-winning blockbuster How the West Was Won with Henry Fonda, James Stewart, Richard Widmark and George Peppard (12th September).
The 21:00 titles include such classics as Wyatt Earp in which Kevin Costner and Gene Hackman re-enact the legendary Tombstone gunfight (12th September); Pale Rider starring Clint Eastwood as a mysterious preacher turned gunslinger (8th September); Rancho Deluxe with Jeff Bridges and Sam Waterston as cattle rustlers in modern-day Montana (9th September) and The Three Amigos, John Landis’s hilarious Mexican farce starring Steve Martin, Chevy Chase and Martin Short (10th September).
In an added treat, TCM will be screening episodes from three of the most popular TV Western serials ever made – Rawhide, Bonanza and Deadwood at 15:00, 16:00 and 23:00 respectively every day through the week.

From a sparkling line-up, the films that TCM Recommends this month are Woody Allen’s award-laden Manhattan parable Hannah and Her Sisters starring Barbara Hershey, Carrie Fisher and Michael Caine (4th September); David Lean’s powerful epic A Passage To India with Judy Davis and Alec Guinness (5th September); high-tech thriller AntiTrust with Ryan Phillippe and Tim Robbins (21st September) and poignant comedy The Wedding Singer starring Adam Sandler and Drew Barrymore (25th September). “Head ’em up, move ’em out” - schoolboys in the 1960s used to drive their parents mad by repeating the cattle driver’s mantra from Rawhide, which ran for 217 episodes between 1959 and 1965. It recounts the adventures of a group of tough cowboys driving a herd of Texas longhorns from San Antonio to Sedalia, Missouri. Along the way they encounter hostile Indians, gunslingers, bounty hunters, natural disasters – and of course the occasional damsel in distress.  Rawhide proved the springboard to fame for Clint Eastwood, who starred as ramrod Rowdy Yates opposite Eric Fleming as trail boss Gil Favor. While Eastwood went on to become an international superstar in films such as A Fistful of Dollars and Dirty Harry,  Fleming died at the tragically early age of 41 in 1966 when he was swept away in a river while shooting a movie in Peru.

16:00   Bonanza – showing daily

With 14 seasons from 1959 to 1973, Bonanza was the second longest-running western series on TV. It follows the ups and downs of the Cartwright family, who live on the thousand-square-mile Ponderosa ranch on the shore of Lake Tahoe, Nevada. The family is headed by widower Ben Cartwright (Lorne Greene) who has three sons – Adam (

). Lending humour is the family's cook, Chinese immigrant Hop Sing (played by Victor Sen Yung). The Cartwrights battle injustices and protect their community whenever it is threatened. With its lyrical theme tune, suspenseful storytelling and powerful themes, the series built up a fan base of tens of millions around the world.
17:00     Red River | 1948

Cattle baron Tom Dunson (John Wayne) builds a livestock empire with his adopted son Matthew Garth (Montgomery Clift), whose parents were killed in Indian attacks. Seeking top dollar for their cattle, they begin a massive cattle drive north from Texas to the Missouri railhead, aided by a motley band of leathery cowpokes. But things start going wrong thanks to Dunson's tyrannical ways and Matthew decides to take the herd away from his stepfather.

Writer Borden Chase cheerfully admitted that the storyline was Mutiny on the Bounty with the addition of saddles and stirrups. Off set, John Wayne and Montgomery Clift predictably failed to get along because of their opposing political views but agreed to make politics off-limits during the filming. Wayne and Walter Brennan were aware of Clift’s homosexuality and stayed away from him when not filming. 
21:00     Posse | 1993

Against the background of the Spanish-American War, a ragtag group of mostly black infantry men led by Jesse Lee (Van Peebles) become fugitives after an evil plot is hatched by their commanding officer, the corrupt and racist Colonel Graham (Billy Zane), to steal gold bullion.  Graham is supposedly killed in a fire fight, but as the soldiers head west they are dismayed to discover he is on their heels every step of the way. 
Graced with an impressive gallery of character actors including Isaac Hayes, Woody Strode, Pam Grier and Paul Bartel, this movie can also boast stunning visuals, rich detail, fast action sequences, innovative camera movements, and historic interpretation of Afro-Americans settling in the west in the late 19th century. Few people will know for example that African-Americans made up a third of all cowboys in the Old West.

23:00  Deadwood – showing daily 
While it ran for only 36 episodes from 2004 to 2006, Deadwood won huge popular and critical acclaim, collecting eight Emmy Awards and one Golden Globe. The show is set in Deadwood, South Dakota, soon after the 1876 Custer massacre when decent people struggle to survive in a lawless environment before any vestige of government. Deadwood is the centre of a gold rush area attracting fortune-seekers, drifters, tyrants and burned-out adventurers. Others, particularly women trapped in prostitution, sundry do-gooders, and hangers-on have nowhere else to go. When former Montana lawman Seth Bullock (Timothy Olyphant) and his friend Sol Starr (John Hawkes) arrive in town determined to open a lucrative hardware business, they realise they’re up against all-powerful Al Swearengen (Ian McShane), a ruthless saloon owner and brothel operator.  The series charts Deadwood's growth from camp to town and many historical figures appear as characters on the show including Wild Bill Hickok,

Texan sheriff Sam Deeds lives in the shadow of his late father, much-respected former sheriff Buddy Deeds. Sam had always had a difficult relationship with his father, especially during his teenage years. According to gossip, the older man murdered the corrupt and violent sheriff of the day, Charlie Wade. So when Wade's remains are found in the desert, Sam finds himself investigating his father. 

This well-observed, cleverly crafted but frequently overlooked drama is much prized by devotees of contemporary Westerns. A multi-layered plot sees the murder mystery and love story winding their way to a climax, with interwoven storylines that reveal the realities of modern-day Texas' racial and ethnic problems. Savour outstanding performances by a cast of character actors, including Clifton James, Ron Canada, Joe Morton and Kris Kristofferson.

Ex-gunslinger William Munny (Clint Eastwood) now makes his living from the land surrounded by his children. But he picks up his pistol once more when he’s offered the chance to earn money settling a score between a group of prostitutes and some vicious cowpokes.  Munny joins Ned (Morgan Freeman) and The Schofield Kid (Jaimz Woolvet) on the quest, but they’re about to come up against sheriff Little Bill (Gene Hackman)...
Life was cheap in the Wild West as Unforgiven graphically demonstrates with its high body count and violence. Watching Gene Hackman delivering a beating to Richard Harris, playing a bad hat called English Bob, makes you want to rush to the medicine cabinet. The critics judged this movie one of Eastwood’s best works, and at the Academy Awards® it became only the third western to win a best picture Oscar®.

James McKay (Peck) arrives in the West to marry fiancée Pat Terrill (Baker) and immediately runs up against ranch foreman Steve Leech (Heston) who dislikes the good-looking New Englander. Pat is spoiled, selfish and controlled by her wealthy father, Major Henry Terrill (Charles Bickford). He in turn is embroiled in a feud over watering rights with Rufus Hannassey (Burl Ives). The land is owned by the beautiful Julie Maragon (Jean Simmons). 

Earning Burl Ives an Oscar® as best supporting actor at the 1959 awards, this movie was intended by director Wyler to be a left-wing allegory for the Cold War and some film historians credit The Big Country with starting the trend for pacifist westerns. Peck and Wyler clashed repeatedly during filming. After Peck stormed off the set one day following a row, Wyler told newsmen: "I wouldn't direct Peck again for a million dollars and you can quote me on that”.

In the rugged reaches of the West, a small mining community is threatened by grasping mine owner Coy La Hood (Richard Dysart), his son (Chris Penn) and his hired killers. They seem to have the run of the town until the sudden arrival of a mysterious preacher (Clint Eastwood), who appears out of nowhere to join forces with the miners led by Hull Barrett (Michael Moriarty).

In his first Western since The Outlaw Josey Wales (1976), director and star Clint Eastwood combines elements of his own High Plains Drifter (1972) with George Stevens’ classic Shane (1953).   The Western had declined in popularity in the 80s but four members of Hollywood’s ‘bratpack’ (Charlie Sheen, Emilio Estevez, Kiefer Sutherland and Lou Diamond Phillips) made the genre fashionable again in Young Guns (1988).
THURSDAY 9TH SEPTEMBER

Beautiful Rachel Zachary (Audrey Hepburn) lives with her family on a frontier farmstead where they constantly fear the local Kiowa Indians. Tensions rise with the explosive disclosure by an elderly white settler that Rachel is actually an Indian herself, having been stolen from the Kiowa tribe as a baby. The Kiowas demand Rachel back with her own kind but her "brother" Ben (Burt Lancaster) and her "mother" Mattilda (Lillian Gish) refuse to allow it. 
Audrey Hepburn several months pregnant, was seriously injured when she was thrown by a horse between scenes. She had to spend six weeks in hospital before returning to complete her role wearing a back brace. Hepburn suffered a miscarriage a few months later which some blamed on her injury. John Huston blamed himself for the incident and as a result hated this film, although Hepburn did not hold it against him. 
21:00     Rancho Deluxe | 1975

In the wild western outback of Montana, Jack McKee (Jeff Bridges) and Cecil Colson (Sam Waterston) perpetuate a dishonourable frontier tradition – rustling.  The hapless victim is wealthy ranch owner John Brown (Clifton James), who is driven to hire Burt (Richard Bright) and Curt (Harry Dean Stanton) to track down the cattle thieves. When they turn out to be hopelessly incompetent, Brown desperately turns to ex-rustler Henry Beige (Slim Pickens).

Graced with swoon-inducing scenery and a terrific score by Jimmy Buffet, this superb contemporary western is a comedy masterpiece, with the great Slim Pickens stealing scene after scene. Rancho Deluxe gave a terrific boost to the screen careers of both Bridges and Waterston, who went on to star in The Killing Fields. Jeff Bridges met his wife during filming - she was working as a maid on a dude ranch.

Ex con Linke Jones (Gary Cooper) does one last job with some outlaw friends that offer him shelter for the evening.

Fading silent movie stars Lucky Day, Dusty Bottoms and Ned Nederlander accept a job offer in Mexico thinking they will do a show with El Guapo, supposedly a famous actor. But when they arrive they are horrified to discover he is actually a murderous bandit terrorizing innocent villagers. When El Guapo snatches the mayor's beautiful daughter Carmen, the three B-movie actors resolve to get her back and become the heroes their gullible hosts think they are.

Chaotic, riotous and utterly hilarious, this comic reworking of The Three Musketeers and The Magnificent Seven is one of the funniest films of the 1980s. Originally it was meant to star Steve Martin, Dan Aykroyd and John Belushi, but the casting of Chevy Chase and Martin Short in their place was an act of genius. Steven Spielberg considered directing the film but chose to do E.T.: The Extra-Terrestrial (1982) instead.

Bronco Billy McCoy (Eastwood) owns a small travelling Wild West show which has fallen on hard times – he hasn’t been able to pay his employees for six months. At a petrol station he picks up Antoinette, a snobby blonde from a rich family, who has been dumped there by her husband on her wedding night. Bronco likes her looks and hires her as his assistant. But she seems to bring them bad luck: the business gets even worse.

This was Eastwood’s seventh outing as a director, his first being the 1971 Play Misty for Me. It remains one of his personal favourites out of all the movies he has made.  Many see parallels here with Henry Hathaway's Circus World (1964) starring John Wayne. Both movies deal with the problems of holding together a modern-day western circus show and feature a catastrophic tent fire. Sondra Locke as the heiress was Eastwood’s girlfriend at the time.
21:00     Wild Wild West | 1999

              s: Will Smith, Kevin Kline, Kenneth Branagh
Special agent and Civil War hero Jim West (Will Smith) and US marshal Artemus Gordon (Kevin Kline) team up on a mission to thwart evil mastermind Arliss Loveless (Kenneth Branagh), who plans to assassinate President Grant (Kline) and overthrow the government despite suffering the handicap of being legless. Loveless is a brilliant inventor who has kidnapped scientists and a major weapon in his armoury is a huge mechanical tarantula.

Inspired by the 1960s TV series of the same name, this was 1999’s most expensive movie at $150 million (although some estimates put the figure at $180 million). Robert Conrad, who played James West in the original TV series, turned down the chance of starring in a cameo role as President Grant, but Will Smith was eager for the part of Jim West – he rejected the lead role in The Matrix (1990) to get it as he was a fan of the TV show.

The experiences of four generations of a pioneering US family are explored in this sweeping epic set against a backdrop of Civil War and hardship.  Narrated by Spencer Tracy, the movie is set amid magnificent scenery with a cast boasting such A-list stars as Gregory Peck, James Stewart, Henry Fonda, John Wayne, Debbie Reynolds, Karl Malden, George Peppard and Eli Wallach. 

Filmed in Cinerama at a time when America was bursting with patriotism under its youthful president John F Kennedy, the film took years of preparation and research as it tackled its huge subject. No expense was spared on cast or props - for example, most of the bison in the US were rounded up to create a devastating buffalo stampede sequence. Bing Crosby bought the rights to the film, which was nominated for seven Oscars® and won three.
21:00     Wyatt Earp I 1994

In this thoughtful study of one of the Wild West’s most legendary characters, Kevin Costner brings a brooding intelligence to his portrayal of Earp as the ramrod-backed lawman meets his destiny in the frontier badlands where he tries to bring order out of chaos. Earp comes over as a dark and complicated man in Lawrence Kasdan’s excellent movie, regarded by many critics as an under-rated classic.

Dennis Quaid really did his homework for the movie, losing more than 30 pounds to play Doc Holliday, who suffered from tuberculosis. Filming ran into complications thanks to another Western, Tombstone, which was being shot nearby. The producers of this movie had already bought up most of the period clothing of the region, forcing a delay in Wyatt Earp’s schedule while clothing was obtained from Europe.

Tangled emotions intertwine in Manhattan. Elliot (Michael Caine) is married to Hannah (Mia Farrow) but has a passion for her sister Lee (Barbara Hershey), who lives with a tormented artist, Frederick (Max Von Sydow). Hannah's ex-husband Mickey (Woody Allen) dates her other sister Holly (Dianne Wiest), but she pines for David (Sam Waterston), though he would rather date her friend April (Carrie Fisher).
Earning more than $40 million, this was Woody Allen's most financially successful film until Match Point (2005) in 2005. And it was an artistic success too, collecting Oscars® for Michael Caine (best supporting actor), Dianne Wiest (best actress) and Allen himself (best writing). Featuring great shots of New York, this witty and incisive comedy drama was Hollywood veteran Lloyd Nolan’s last movie before his death on 27th September 1985.
SUNDAY 5TH SEPTEMBER

Travelling from England to India to marry magistrate Ronny Moore (Nigel Havers), Adela Quested (Judy Davis) sets out to explore the "real India" in the dying days of the Raj. She meets a young Muslim doctor (Victor Bannerjee) but when they go to the Marabar Caves there is an incident which leads her to accuse the doctor of attempted rape. The resulting tension threatens an explosion of violence between the Indians and British.

Earning Oscars® for Peggy Ashcroft (best supporting actress) and Maurice Jarre (best score), this was David Lean's first and, sadly, last film after a 14-year absence from the industry. He had been so hurt by the negative reviews for Ryan's Daughter (1970) that he dropped out of filmmaking altogether. During filming, Lean fell out with long-time friend Alec Guinness when the actor discovered Lean had cut out much of his on-screen work.

Computer wizard Milo (Ryan Phillippe) is offered a job to finish an invention for ambitious tycoon Gary Winston (Tim Robbins) who is eager to capitalise on a program that has the ability to break into television broadcasts all over the world. When he joins the Portland-based corporation, Milo grows apprehensive when Gary starts acting strangely. And when his best friend is killed, Milo knows he has to do something.
Anti-Trust is a fast-paced and intelligent thriller that will appeal to everyone, not just computer buffs. Boasting excellent cinematography, production design, editing and acting, the film was shot on location in Vancouver and directed by Brit Peter Howitt, a keen Manchester United fan who named three characters Schmeichel, Sheringham and Solskjaer after players in the 1999 squad.
SATURDAY 25TH SEPTEMBER

Suburban wedding singer Robbie Hart (Adam Sandler) is devastated when he’s dumped at the altar by his fiancée. Things look up however when he meets Julia (Drew Barrymore), a waitress at the functions where he sings, who is engaged to a dodgy character, and he falls in love with her. As they find themselves growing attracted to each other, Robbie has to work out a way of convincing her that her fiancé is not the man for her.

Full of nostalgia for the 1980s, The Wedding Singer is a feel-good movie beloved of many who grew up in that decade. It took more than a year and a half to bring to the screen and the result is an utter delight.  A Broadway musical adaptation opened at the Al Hirschfeld Theatre on April 27, 2006, running for 285 performances and earning a nomination at the 2006 Tony Awards for best musical, actor (Stephen Lynch), book and score.
